-2023 Jim Hurlbert Memorial Baseball Scholarship-open 
to Nebraska American Legion baseball player in last 
year of Legion Baseball eligibility and/or graduating 
senior. Award based on financial need, academic 
achievement and school/community involvement. 
Must be in top ½ of class academically. Deadline June 
15, 2023. See Counseling office for application. 

-York County Farm Bureau Scholarship-is open to a 
graduating senior pursuing an agriculture-related field. 
While not required, a member of York County Farm 
Bureau will be preferred. Personal statement required. 
Applications available in Counseling Office. Deadling is 
March 6, 2023. 

-Nebraska Czechs of York Scholarship – A $300 
scholarship is available to a nearby high school senior 
of Czech or Slovak ancestry residing in York, Seward, 
Polk, Hamilton or Fillmore County.
